PUEBLO – Illegal, the InfoZone News Museum’s independent film choice for January, 

is a psychological thriller from Belgium that follows a woman desperate to find her son.  

Tania is a former teacher from Russia, living illegally in Belgium with her 14-

year-old son, Ivan. One day, they are stopped on the street for a routine check by the 

police; Tania is arrested and placed in an immigration detention center for women, while 

Ivan manages to escape. Threatened with imminent deportation and fearful for Ivan’s 

fate, Tania embarks on a harrowing journey, determined to preserve her dignity and find 

her son.  

Illegal will be shown at 7 p.m. on Saturday, Jan. 21. Doors to the library open 

for movie attendees at 6:30 p.m., and the movie begins at 7 p.m. Illegal is filmed in 

French and Russian with English subtitles.  

Independent films shown in the InfoZone are award-winning movies, honored at 

many notable festivals held each year around the world. The movies are works by up-

and-coming directors from countries such as Canada, Brazil, India Denmark and Italy. 

The movies are not rated, and recommended for viewers ages 17 and older. Held on the 

third Saturday evening of each month, Independent Film Night is free to attend, and 

seating is on a first-come, first-served basis.
