The library district offers
“Books in the Park” during the summer
at Mitchell and Minnequa Parks with day
and evening hours. The library employs

service.

Department provides summer employees
who keep children and teens active with
creative and fun activities. The Friends of
the Library donate new books. The Pueblo
Chieftain provides free newspapers.

Councilman Aguilera, Judge William
Alexander, Library Board members
Frances Terrazas-Alexander and Marlene
Bregar, TV personalities Georgiann
Lymberopolous and David Ortiviz and
School District 70 Board President Bill
Bregar. My family was pleased this year
to stage a brief theater-in-the-park version
of The Cat in the Hat.

The result is that hundreds of young
people read hundreds of books all summer
long, when they otherwise might not have
had access to books and reading.

Thank you to all those positive people
who have helped “Books in the Park”
become a tradition in our community.
